By public transport: Leeds Railway station is the closest station. The venue is 

approximately 4.5miles from the station. A taxi will cost approximately £10.

The number 1 

bus from stop Z,1 Bishopgate Street, near the train station, should run every 10 

minutes and stops at Bodington Hall. Head to Holt Park. This bus will stop at 

the top of the drive, but doesn’t go into the campus itself.
